PETER KARMANOS JR.

CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER / OWNER / GOVERNOR

Peter Karmanos Jr. is the principal owner/governor and chief executive officer of the Carolina Hurricanes, as well as the chairman and co-founder of MadDog Technology.
On Nov. 9, 2015, he was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame in the category of Builder—defined as an individual who has contributed to the development of the game of hockey,
moving the game forward.

Karmanos, 73, has been involved in hockey for more than 40 years, making an impact in youth hockey, the Ontario Hockey League (OHL), the ECHL and the National
Hockey League (NHL). He created the Compuware Youth Hockey Program in the 1970s, a system that has since produced 15 national championships, 34 state championships, 235
Division | scholarship hockey players and 14 NHL first-round draft picks. Alumni of Compuware youth hockey include Eric Lindros, Pat Peake, Pat LaFontaine, Mike Modano, Brian
Rolston, David Legwand, Ryan Kesler, Kevin Hatcher, Derian Hatcher and Jacob Trouba.

Prior to selling the Plymouth Whalers in 2015, Karmanos owned OHL franchises for more than 30 years, winning his first OHL championship with Windsor in 1988. In
1989, he founded the first American-based OHL franchise, which later became the Plymouth Whalers. Plymouth won OHL titles in 1995 and 2007 and produced 18 NHL first-round
selections and more than 90 players drafted into the NHL. Alumni of Karmanos’ OHL teams include James Neal, Justin Williams, Tyler Seguin, Brian Berard, Gregory Campbell,
Stephen Weiss and J.T. Miller. Karmanos’ OHL franchises have also produced a number of managers and coaches at the NHL level, including Pittsburgh Penguins General Manager
Jim Rutherford, Winnipeg Jets Head Coach Paul Maurice, San Jose Sharks Head Coach Peter DeBoer and Hurricanes Assistant General Manager Mike Vellucci.

Karmanos acquired an NHL franchise, the Hartford Whalers, on June 28, 1994, and relocated the franchise to Raleigh, NC, in 1997. Since their arrival in North Carolina,
the Carolina Hurricanes have captured three division titles (1999, 2002, 2006), two Eastern Conference championships (2002, 2006) and the 2006 Stanley Cup, the first major-
league sports championship for the state of North Carolina. The Hurricanes also hosted the NHL Draft in 2004 and the NHL All-Star Game in 2011. Karmanos also owned the ECHL'S
Florida Everblades for 15 seasons, capturing the ECHL's Kelly Cup championship in 2012.

In addition to his selection to the Hockey Hall Fame, Karmanos has collected a number of major awards during his career as a hockey builder, including the Lester Patrick
Award (outstanding service to hockey in the U.S.), the Bill Long Award (outstanding contributions to the OHL) and the USA Hockey Distinguished Achievement Award. He is also
a member of the Michigan Sports Hall of Fame and the United States Hockey Hall of Fame.

Karmanos attended Wayne State University in Detroit. He founded Compuware in 1973 with two partners who, with Karmanos, pooled their tax return money to start
the company. Karmanos' initiative and business prowess were recognized in 1989 by the Institute of American Entrepreneurs, which named him Entrepreneur of the Year. In April
1999, Karmanos ensured that his company would not lose sight of its roots when he decided to relocate more than 4,100 highly-skilled jobs from Compuware’s headquarters in
Farmington Hills, Mich., to Campus Martius, a business district in the heart of downtown Detroit. He retired from his position of executive chairman of Compuware in March 2013.

Along with his business and hockey interests, Karmanos is widely known for his philanthropy, particularly in the area of cancer research. In 1995, Karmanos established
the Barbara Ann Karmanos Cancer Institute in Detroit, with donations that now total in excess of $60 million. The institute is one of only 39 in the United States granted
“comprehensive cancer center” status by the National Institute of Health, and the only one of the 39 named after a woman.

Karmanos resides in the Detroit area with his wife Danialle, and their sons Socrates, Leonidas, Spiros and Aristides. He now has seven sons and nine grandchildren.
Danialle—in addition to her ongoing work as a nationally acclaimed video producer—founded Danialle Karmanos’ Work It Out (DKWI0). A 501(c)3 organization, DKWIO fights
childhood obesity by providing kids with the tools they need to make healthy choices. By helping kids achieve health in mind, body and spirit, DKWIO has touched the lives of
thousands of at-risk children in the Detroit and Triangle communities.

As an award-winning writer, producer and director, in 2008 Danialle was tapped by Governor Jennifer Granholm to serve on the newly-chartered Michigan Film Office
Advisory Council. In a 2010 Michigan-wide election, Danialle was elected to serve an eight-year term on the Wayne State University Board of Governors. She also works tirelessly
on behalf of the Karmanos Cancer Institute, partnering with the organization to develop memorable creative content. Her creative talents also led Danialle to become a founding
member, Board member and past chair of the critically-acclaimed Museum of Contemporary Art Detroit (MOCAD). She also serves on the boards of the Michigan Opera Theatre
and the College for Creative Studies, and is a trustee for the Parade Company, the non-profit organization responsible for the renowned America’s Thanksgiving Parade and
numerous other family-oriented events in Metropolitan Detroit.

Michael Kahn

Born and raised in Atlanta, Michael Kahn has been involved in a family-owned wine and spirits business all of his life. He is the chief operating
officer of Empire Distributors Inc., originally founded by his grandfather in 1940. Kahn, who has been nominated as Outstanding Philanthropist
of the Year, currently resides in Charlotte with his wife, Wendy, and three sons. Kahn is the Owner and Governor of Carolina’s American Hockey
League affiliate, the Charlotte Checkers.

Capitol Broadcasting Company, Inc.

Capitol Broadcasting Company, Inc. is a locally-owned communications company which owns WRAL-TV, WRAZ-TV, WRAL-FM, WCMC-FM,
WDNC-AM, WCLY-AM, Microspace, CBC New Media Group and Wolfpack Sports Marketing in the Triangle; WJZY-TV and WMYT-TV in
Charlotte; WILM-TV and Sunrise Broadcasting in Wilmington, NC; and real estate interests including the American Tobacco Project and Diamond
View office buildings in Durham. Jim Goodmon serves as President and CEO of Capitol Broadcasting. Capitol Broadcasting Company owns and
operates the Durham Bulls of the International League, the Triple-A affiliate of the Tampa Bay Rays, and Capitol property 99.9 The Fan (WCMC-
FM), which is the flagship station of the Carolina Hurricanes’ radio network.

Temple Sloan, Jr.

Temple Sloan, Jr., has sat or is currently sitting on the boards of some of the most prominent businesses in the Triangle community. He currently
serves as chairman of the board for General Parts International, Inc., Trail Creek Investments, Inc. and Highwoods Properties. He was the former
Lead Director for Lowe’s Companies and also for Bank of America, as well as a partner of Ready Mix Concrete and Al Smith Buick. Sloan was
inducted into the North Carolina Business Hall of Fame in 2010.

Clancy & Theys Construction

Clancy & Theys Construction was founded in Raleigh in 1949 by brothers-in-law E.I. Clancy and John Theys. Today the company is owned by the
late E.I. Clancy’s family, and is managed by his sons. Tim Clancy is president, and his brother Tick is executive vice president. Clancy & Theys
provides a diverse range of construction and construction management services for public, commercial, industrial, retail and residential clients.
In addition to its Raleigh headquarters, Clancy & Theys operates offices in Wilmington, Charlotte, Newport News, VA, and Orlando, FL.

Ron Francis

Following a Hall of Fame hockey career, Ron Francis joined the Hurricanes front office in 2006, where he currently serves as Executive Vice President
and General Manager. The Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., native retired from his on-ice career on Sept. 14, 2005, following a career in which he
established himself as the greatest player in franchise history. Francis scored 549 goals and earned 1,249 assists (1,798
points) over 23 NHL seasons with Hartford, Pittsburgh, Carolina and Toronto, and ranks fourth in NHL history in points, behind only Wayne Gretzky,
Mark Messier and Gordie Howe. Francis won the Stanley Cup twice with Pittsburgh (1991, 1992) and was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame
on Nov. 12, 2007.

Abel and Barbara Zalcberg

Abel and Barbara Zalcherg are co-founders of OFM, Inc., a family-owned importer and distributor of office furniture to
the trade located in Holly Springs, NC and Phoenix, AZ. OFM is a past winner of the Triangle Business Journal’s “Fast 50”
award, recognizing the fastest-growing private companies in the Triangle. The Zalcbergs’ professional interests also
include partnership in a land development company in Holly Springs and Clayton, NC, and a private jet charter company
atRDU. Devoted philanthropists, Barbara and Abel Zalcberg's professional interests include commercial and development,

a private jet charter company and The Daniel Dhers Action Sports Complex. They are also devoted to support
Abel Zalcherg Children’s Flight of Hope, Kids ‘N Community and The Frankie Lemmon School. Abel and Barbara have two children, Blake

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DON WADDELL

PRESIDENT, GALE FORCE SPORTS & ENTERTAINMENT

Don Waddell, 57, is in his third season with the Hurricanes after being named President of Gale Force Sports & Entertainment
on July 1, 2014. Waddell has more than 35 years of experience in professional hockey as a player, coach, general manager, scout
and business executive. As President of Gale Force Sports & Entertainment, Waddell oversees the business sides of the Carolina
Hurricanes and PNC Arena.

Prior to joining the Hurricanes, Waddell spent three seasons as a professional scout with the Pittsburgh Penguins. Waddell
was general manager of the Atlanta Thrashers from the team’s founding in 1998, until 2010 when he took the role of team president.
Waddell also served as executive vice president and co-chair of the executive committee of the Atlanta Spirit, the parent company of
the Thrashers, the National Basketball Association’s Atlanta Hawks and Philips Arena. He won the Stanley Cup as assistant general manager of the Detroit Red Wings
in 1997-98.

Before becoming an NHL executive, Waddell helped build and guide two International Hockey League (IHL) franchises in San Diego (1990-95) and Orlando
(1995-97) as those clubs’ executive vice president and general manager. While in Orlando, he was vice president of RDV Sports and served on the executive committee
that oversaw the NBA's Orlando Magic, the IHL's Orlando Solar Bears and the company'’s retail and aviation interests. Waddell was twice named IHL executive of the year
(1992-93 and 1995-96).

Waddell played four seasons of Division | collegiate hockey from 1976-80 at Northern Michigan University where he majored in business management. He was
drafted by the Los Angeles Kings in 1978, and spent three years with the organization. Waddell played more than nine seasons of professional hockey, spending the final
years of his playing career as player/coach of the IHL's Toledo Goaldiggers (1985-86) and Flint Spirits (1986-88). He also served as head coach of the San Diego Gulls in
1991-92, and was interim head coach of the Atlanta Thrashers on two occasions during his tenure with the club.

A native of Detroit, MI, Waddell has also served in several capacities with USA Hockey during the past five decades. In October 2013, he was named
international consultant with a special focus on player identification and interface with the U.S. National Junior Team and USA Hockey's National Team Development
Program. Waddell was the general manager for United States’ teams at the 2006 Winter Olympic Games in Italy, and the 2001, 2002 and 2005 International Ice Hockey
Federation (IIHF) Men's World Championships. As a player, he helped Team USA to the gold medal at the 1983 IIHF World Championship.

Don lives in Raleigh with his wife, Cheryl. Their daughter, Chelsea, and son-in-law, Zach, live in Duluth, GA, with their son, Noah.

DENNIS MOORE

CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER

Dennis Moore is in his second season as the Hurricanes’ chief financial officer after previously serving as president and chief
financial officer of the Ontario Hockey League’s Plymouth Whalers. As CFO, Moore oversees all financial and human resource areas of
the Hurricanes and PNC Arena. In addition, Moore oversees the financial operations of the Florida Everblades and Germain Arena and
serves as secretary of the Compuware youth hockey program.

Born and raised in Commerce, MI, Moore has worked for owner Peter Karmanos Jr. for 20 years, starting at Compuware
Corporation in 1995. Prior to being promoted to president and CFO of the Plymouth Whalers, he also served as director of finance and
vice president. Moore received a bachelor’s degree in accounting from Ferris State University prior to completing his master’s degree
in finance at Walsh College. He is a member of the American Institute of CPAs and the Michigan Association of CPAs.

Dennis and his wife, Deborah, reside in North Raleigh with their sons, Nathan (11) and Nicholas (15).

DAVIN OLSEN

EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT / GENERAL MANAGER, PNC ARENA

Davin Olsen is in his 20th year with the franchise. Olsen oversees the daily operations and functions held at PNC Arena. He
contracts, schedules and coordinates all logistical and technical aspects of events that take place at the arena.

While he is based in Raleigh, Olsen also consults on other Gale Force Holdings ventures, including Germain Arena in Ft. Myers,
Fla., and Compuware Arena in Plymouth, Mich. Prior to joining the Hurricanes, Olsen served as the director of recreational facilities at
the University of North Carolina at Charlotte. With more than 28 years of experience in arena management, Olsen has also administered
the New Haven Coliseum, the Hartford Civic Center and UNC-Charlotte.

Olsen and his wife, Marci, reside in Apex. He has two sons: Davin (24) and Jason (20).
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RON FRANCIS

EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT AND GENERAL MANAGER

Ron Francis is in his 11th season in management with the Hurricanes and his third as executive vice president and general
manager. Francis was named the eighth general manager in franchise history on April 28, 2014, and the second to serve as general
manager after also playing for the team. The Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., native served as vice president of hockey operations prior to his
appointment as general manager. As executive vice president and general manager, Francis, 53, is responsible for all of the team’s
hockey decisions. In addition to his hockey operations duties, Francis also serves as one of the team’s alternate governors.

Following a career in which he established himself as the greatest player in Hurricanes franchise history, Francis re-joined
the organization in November 2006 as the team’s director of player development. He was promoted to assistant general manager on
Oct. 4, 2007, but returned to the team’s locker room on Dec. 3, 2008, when he joined Paul Maurice behind the bench as associate head coach. While serving as a coach,
Francis maintained a voice in the Hurricanes’ front office decision-making, serving as the team’s director of player personnel. He returned to the front office full-time in
June 2011, accepting the role of director of hockey operations.

Francis announced his retirement on Sept. 14, 2005, following a 23-year NHL career with Hartford, Pittsburgh, Carolina and Toronto. In 1,731 NHL regular-
season games, Francis scored 549 goals and earned 1,249 assists (1,798 points), to rank him fourth all-time on the league’s points list behind Wayne Gretzky, Mark
Messier and Gordie Howe at the time of his retirement. Francis’ 1,249 assists rank second only to Gretzky (1,963), and he ranks third on the games-played list behind
Howe (1,767) and Messier (1,756).

The Hartford Whalers drafted Francis in the first round, fourth overall, in the 1981 NHL Entry Draft. Francis played with the Whalers for 10 seasons before
joining Pittsburgh at the trading deadline of the 1990-91 season. He spent seven full seasons with the Penguins before rejoining the organization that drafted him, when
the relocated Carolina Hurricanes signed him as a free agent on July 13, 1998. In 16 seasons with the Hartford/Carolina franchise, Francis played in 1,186 games, scoring
382 goals and earning 793 assists for 1,175 points — all of which are franchise records. The Hurricanes officially retired Francis’ No. 10 jersey to the arena’s rafters on Jan.
28, 2006, and on Nov. 12, 2007, Francis was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame.

During his playing career, Francis played in four NHL All-Star games, and he won the Lady Byng Trophy (sportsmanship and gentlemanly conduct) three times
(1995, 1998, 2002), the Frank J. Selke Trophy (best defensive forward) once (1995) and the King Clancy Memorial Trophy (leadership/humanitarian/community work)
once (2002). He also won the Alka-Seltzer Plus Award in 1995, when he led the NHL in plus/minus, and was a key member of the Penguins’ Stanley Cup-winning teams in
1991 and 1992. The impact Francis had for the sport of hockey in North Carolina was further recognized on May 2, 2013, when he became the first hockey player inducted
into the North Carolina Sports Hall of Fame.

Ron and his wife, Mary Lou, have a daughter, Kaitlyn, and two sons, Michael and Connor. They reside in Raleigh.

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MIKE VELLUCCI

ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER / DIRECTOR OF HOCKEY OPERATIONS

Mike Vellucci, 49, is in his third season with the Carolina Hurricanes. As assistant general manager and director of hockey
operations, Vellucci oversees scouting and player development for the Hurricanes.

Vellucci joined the Hurricanes after 14 seasons with the Ontario Hockey League’s Plymouth Whalers, serving as Head Coach
and General Manager for the majority of that time. The Farmington, M, native led Plymouth to a 468-322-36 record during his time in
the OHL, and ranks first in Plymouth franchise history in games coached (826), wins (468) and playoff wins (70). Vellucci was the first
American to win the Matt Leyden Trophy as OHL coach of the year after the Whalers captured the OHL championship in 2006-07. He
was also named the OHL's Coach of the Year and Executive of the Year in 2012-13, becoming the first to win both awards in the same
season. He was the second member of the organization to be recognized as the OHL's Executive of the Year, joining Jim Rutherford, who won it in back-to-back seasons
in 1993 and 1994 with the Detroit Jr. Red Wings.

Prior to joining the Whalers, Vellucci was with Detroit Compuware of the North American Hockey League (NAHL), where his teams went 241-82-27 in the
regular season from 1994-99, and captured U.S. national championships in 1994 and 1999. The Ambassadors also captured two NAHL regular-season titles and four
Robertson Cups. Vellucci played professionally in the IHL, AHL, ECHL and BHL from 1986-89. Selected by the Hartford Whalers in the seventh round of the 1987 NHL Entry
Draft, Vellucci played for Hartford during the 1987-88 season.

Vellucci and his wife, Sue, have a daughter, Allison (19), and a son, Ryan (13).

BRIAN TATUM

ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Brian Tatum, 42, is in his 19th year with the Carolina Hurricanes and his second as assistant general manager. As assistant
general manager, the Raleigh native’s responsibilities include staff contract negotiations, scheduling, serving as the club’s liaison
to the NHL regarding matters related to the Collective Bargaining Agreement and all hockey related administrative duties. He also
serves as the internal liaison for the hockey department and business operations and oversees the communications department.

Prior to his promotion to assistant general manager on April 28, 2014, Tatum served as vice president of team operations
for two seasons, and as senior director of team operations for five years. Tatum was the Hurricanes’ team services manager from
2000-2006, responsible for the coordination of all of the team’s travel, including accommodations, transportation, catering and all

player-related requests.

Tatum first joined the organization in 1997 as an intern in public relations and was hired in the ticket sales department after earning a master’s degree in
sports management from North Carolina State University. He earned his undergraduate degree from UNC-Wilmington, where he was an infielder on the Seahawks’
baseball team.

Tatum was raised in Raleigh and was a standout baseball and basketball player at Broughton High School. He and his wife, Liz, reside in Raleigh.

RICKY OLCZYK

ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Ricky Olczyk, 46, is in his third year as assistant general manager for the Carolina Hurricanes, and his 10th NHL season in
management. Olczyk reports directly to Executive Vice President and General Manager Ron Francis. His responsibilities include player
contract negotiations, scouting and player evaluation at the pro and amateur levels, salary arbitration, all aspects of player personnel
decisions, salary cap management and analysis, and all matters pertaining to the Collective Bargaining Agreement.

Olczyk completed six seasons as assistant general manager with the Edmonton OQilers prior to joining the Hurricanes. The
Chicago, IL, native originally joined the Oilers” hockey operations staff in 2007 as director of hockey administration and legal affairs.
Prior to joining the Oilers, Olczyk ran his own legal consulting firm in Chicago for six years, representing players and advising families on
academic and professional goals. He also spent two seasons with the National Hockey League Players’ Association in Toronto.

A 1992 graduate of Brown University, Olczyk played four seasons of Division | hockey and served as the Bears’ captain during his senior year. He also captained
the United States Under-17 National Team that won the Silver Medal at the 1986 World Cup. Olczyk graduated Magna Cum Laude from Brown with a degree in Philosophy.
He also wrote an honors thesis, was inducted into the Phi Beta Kappa academic honor society, and was named to the Academic All-lvy Team.

After earning his law degree from Cornell Law School in 1996, Olczyk was admitted to the Arizona Bar and worked for two years at Ryley, Carlock & Applewhite,
a Phoenix law firm, specializing in corporate and commercial transactions and civil litigation.

An avid trail runner, Ricky has raced in the Pike’s Peak Marathon five times. He enjoys reading, and is a frequent guest lecturer at several colleges and law
schools. Ricky is the younger brother of Eddie Olczyk, U.S. Hockey Hall of Famer and television analyst for the NHL on NBC.
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TONY MacDONALD

DIRECTOR OF AMATEUR SCOUTING

Tony MacDonald is in his 10th season as the Hurricanes’ director of amateur scouting and his 23rd season as a scout with
the organization. MacDonald oversees the Hurricanes’ amateur scouting department and is responsible for the team’s draft.

MacDonald has been a part of the Hurricanes scouting staff that has selected many of the players that form the core of
the current team. He was on staff when Carolina selected Cam Ward, and was director of the amateur scouting department for the
2011 NHL Draft, when the team chose Jeff Skinner, who won the Calder Trophy the following spring. Other players added to the
organization during MacDonald’s first nine drafts as director of amateur scouting from 2008 through 2016 include Justin Faulk, Victor
Rask, Noah Hanifin, Ryan Murphy, Elias Lindholm, Sebastian Aho, Haydn Fleury, Jake Bean and Julien Gauthier.

MacDonald began his hockey career as a coach and general manager for the Rockland Remparts and Brockville Braves of the CJHL. He spent time as a
coach in the Ontario Hockey League (OHL) for the Windsor Spitfires and Guelph Storm before beginning his scouting career with the Cornwall Royals and Kitchener
Rangers. In 1982, MacDonald accepted a position as director of scouting for Windsor. He then spent two seasons as the first general manager for the OHL's Detroit
expansion team, beginning in 1990. Over the course of his OHL career, MacDonald's teams appeared in the Memorial Cup five times, earning championships in 1980
(Cornwall) and 1982 (Kitchener).

MacDonald first joined the NHL in 1988, accepting a scouting position with the Los Angeles Kings. After two seasons with the Kings, he returned to the OHL
as an advisor with the Guelph Storm. He also worked with the NHL's four-team scouting combine, which included Dallas, Winnipeg, Hartford and Philadelphia, before
joining Hartford full-time. MacDonald was inducted into the Brockville Braves Hall of Fame in 1986, the Glengarry Sports Hall of Fame in 2007 and the Brockville Area
Sports Hall of Fame in 2008.

DARREN YORKE

ASSISTANT TO THE GENERAL MANAGER / VIDEO SCOUT

Darren Yorke is in his eighth season with the Hurricanes, serving as assistant to the general manager and video scout.

During his tenure with Carolina, Yorke's responsibilities have expanded
to include player evaluations with hockey management, and he has led the team’s scouting meetings for each of the past
three seasons.

Yorke is a native of Milton, Ont., and graduated with honors from Brock University in 2008 with a degree in sports
management. Prior to joining the Hurricanes, Yorke interned and worked for the Buffalo Sabres for two seasons, and spent one year
with Canadian sports network TSN.

Eric Tulsky is in his second season serving as the Hurricanes’ full-time hockey analyst, after working with the team on a
part-time basis during the 2014-15 season. As hockey analyst, Tulsky will provide and analyze data to assist the hockey operations
department and coaching staff.

Tulsky has been publishing his advanced hockey statistical analysis since 2011, when he began writing for BroadstreetHockey.
com. He also contributed to NHLNumbers.com prior to launching his own website through SBNation, Outnumbered. Tulsky has been a
featured panelist for MIT’s annual Sports Analytics Conference and his hockey analysis work has also been published in The Washington
Post and fivethirtyeight.com.

A Philadelphia native, Tulsky holds a B.A. in chemistry and physics from Harvard University and a Ph.D. in chemistry from UC-Berkeley. He also conducted
a two-year, post-doctoral study at the Naval Research Lab in Washington, D.C., and worked in nanotechnology for 12 years. Tulsky’s research has helped enable
unique nanotechnology solutions to problems in DNA sequencing, solar energy, displays and energy storage. He and his wife, Karen Sosa, reside in Chapel Hill with
their son, Seth (10).

BILLPETERS

HEAD COACH

Bill Peters, 50, is in his third season as head coach of the Carolina Hurricanes, after being named to the position on June 19, 2014. Peters is the 13th person to
serve as head coach in franchise history, and the fourth since the team’s arrival in North Carolina in 1997.

Peters registered a 65-72-27 record in his first two seasons with the Hurricanes. He made his NHL head coaching debut on Oct. 10, 2014 against the New York
Islanders, and earned his first NHL victory on Nov. 1, 2014, against the Arizona Coyotes.

Prior to joining the Hurricanes, Peters served as assistant coach for the Detroit Red Wings for three seasons, working primarily with Detroit’s defensemen
and penalty kill units. Prior to joining Detroit’s staff, Peters served as head coach of Rockford of the American Hockey League (AHL), guiding the Ice Hogs to consecutive
40-win seasons and Calder Cup playoff appearances in 2008-09 and 2009-10. In his final season with Rockford in 2010-11, Peters directed the second-youngest team in
the AHL to a 38-33-4-5 record. The Three Hills, Alb., native helped 28 Rockford players reach the NHL during his three seasons. Eight players who played under Peters
for Rockford went on to win the Stanley Cup with Chicago in 2010 or 2013 — Niklas Hjalmarsson, Jordan Henry, Antti Niemi, Corey Crawford, Bryan Bickell, Nick Leddy,
Brandon Bollig and Ben Smith.

Before beginning his AHL coaching career, Peters spent three seasons with Spokane of the Western Hockey League (WHL), leading the Chiefs to the Memorial
Cup title in 2008 as champions of the Canadian Hockey League (CHL). Spokane established franchise records with 50 wins and 107 points that season before winning 16
of 21 WHL playoff games to capture the Ed Chynoweth Cup as WHL champions. Peters then guided the Chiefs to four consecutive victories at the Memorial Cup, topping
the host Kitchener Rangers 4-1 in the championship game. In three seasons as Spokane’s head coach, Peters compiled a career WHL regular-season record of 111-82-23.
Peters got his first experience as a head coach at the University of Lethbridge, serving as the Pronghorns’ head coach for three seasons from 2002-2005. Prior to that, he
served as assistant coach for Spokane for four seasons, helping the Chiefs to a 47-win, 100-point campaign and the WHL Western Conference championship in 1999-00
under current Toronto Maple Leafs’ head coach Mike Babcock.

Peters also has gained international head coaching experience for Canada, capturing the gold medal at the 2008 U-18 Junior World Cup and the 2016 IIHF
World Championship. He also served as an assistant coach for Canada’s gold-medal-winning team at the 2015 IIHF World Championship and as an assistant at the
2016 World Cup of Hockey.

Peters and his wife, Denise, have two children, Aleze and Ayden.

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ROD BRIND’AMOUR

ASSISTANT COACH

Rod Brind’Amour, 46, is in his sixth year as assistant coach for the Carolina Hurricanes, after serving the team in player
development roles since 2010.

Brind’Amour officially retired as a player on June 30, 2010, following a career of more than 20 NHL seasons. Originally drafted
by the St. Louis Blues in the first round, ninth overall, in the 1988 NHL Entry Draft, Brind’Amour completed his career ranked 16th in
NHL history in games played (1,484), 44th in assists (732), 46th in points (1,184) and 54th in goals (452), in 21 seasons with St. Louis,
Philadelphia and Carolina. The Ottawa, Ont., native debuted with the Blues during the 1989 Stanley Cup Playoffs after completing
one season at Michigan State, and scored a goal on his first NHL shot against the Minnesota North Stars. He was named to the
NHL's All-Rookie Team in 1990, after scoring 61 points (269, 35a) in 79 games for St. Louis, and played in the NHL All-Star Game while a member of the Flyers in 1992.
Brind’Amour represented Canada in the 1998 Winter Olympics in Nagano, Japan, and won back-to-back Frank J. Selke trophies as the NHL's top defensive forward in
2005-06 and 2006-07, as a member of the Hurricanes.

Brind’Amour played in 159 career Stanley Cup Playoff games, totaling 51 goals and 60 assists (111 points). He participated in the Stanley Cup Final three
times, reaching the Final in 1997 with Philadelphia, and in 2002 and 2006 with Carolina, captaining the Hurricanes to the 2006 Stanley Cup championship. Acquired by
the Hurricanes from the Philadelphia Flyers on Jan. 23, 2000, Brind’Amour ranks second in career points for the Hurricanes since the team’s relocation to North Carolina,
notching 473 points in 694 games played. He also ranks first in assists (299), second in shorthanded goals (10), third in goals (174) and third in power-play goals (60) in
the team’s North Carolina history. Brind’Amour ranks second in franchise history (including Hartford) in assists (299), fourth in points (473) and fourth in games played
(694). Named the Hurricanes’ captain prior to the 2005-06 season, Brind’Amour netted 31 goals and earned 39 assists (70 points) that season to lead the team to a
franchise-record 52 regular-season wins. His league-leading 12 playoff goals during the team’s Stanley Cup run also set a franchise record.

Rod and his wife, Amy, live in Raleigh, with their son, Brooks. Rod also has a daughter, Briley, and two sons, Skyler and Reece.

STEVESMITH

ASSISTANT COACH

Steve Smith, 53, is in his third season as assistant coach with the Hurricanes, serving alongside Rod Brind’Amour under
head coach Bill Peters. It marks Smith’s seventh season as an NHL coach, having previously served as an assistant for the Edmonton
Oilers and Calgary Flames. Smith has been a part of four Stanley Cup championship teams — three as a player with Edmonton (1987,
1988, 1990) and one as a scout with Chicago (2010).

Prior to joining the Hurricanes, Smith spent four seasons with the Oilers from 2010-2014. The Glasgow, Scotland, native had
also gained experience as an assistant coach with the Flames in 1997-98, before returning to the ice as a player for the Flames for
three more seasons. Smith then worked as a scout with the Chicago Blackhawks prior to joining the Oilers coaching staff, winning the Stanley Cup in 2010.

Selected by the Oilers in the sixth round of the 1981 NHL Draft, Smith played 804 career regular-season NHL games and recorded 375 points (729, 303a)
and 2,139 penalty minutes as a defenseman with Edmonton, Chicago and Calgary. Along with playing a role on three Stanley Cup championship teams with the Oilers,
Smith advanced to the Stanley Cup Final twice more with the Blackhawks, totaling 52 points (11g, 41a) in 134 career playoff games. Smith had three 50-point seasons
as a blueliner, including a career-high 57 points (10g, 47a) for Chicago in 1992-93.

Prior to turning professional, Smith played for London of the Ontario Hockey League (OHL) from 1980-1983, totaling 20 goals, 83 assists (103 points) and
481 penalty minutes.

Steve and his wife, Sheri, have five kids: Alexandria, Barron, Nicole, Tanner and Zoe.

DAVID MARCOUX

GOALTENDING COACH

David Marcoux is in his third season with the Carolina Hurricanes as goaltending coach, and has more than 25 years of
experience working with goaltenders at all levels of hockey.
Marcoux spent six years as the goaltending coach for the Calgary Flames between 2003 and 2009, helping Flames goaltender
Miikka Kiprusoff become a Vezina Trophy and Williams Jennings Trophy winner, as well as a Hart Trophy finalist in 2005-06. The
Flames originally acquired Kiprusoff in November 2003 from San Jose, where he was competing for the backup goaltender position.
Working with Marcoux and the Flames, Kiprusoff became a Vezina Trophy finalist that same season, leading the Flames to the
Western Conference championship. In addition to Kiprusoff, Marcoux’s time with the Flames included experience working with current
Hurricanes netminder Cam Ward, as the Hurricanes and Flames shared the AHL affiliate Lowell Lock Monsters during the 2004-05 NHL work stoppage.
Prior to joining Calgary, Marcoux spent the previous 12 years guiding netminders at a sports academy (Profil Hockey Cap-Jeunesse) in St-Jerome, Que. He also
held the goaltender coach position for the Hull Olympiques of the Quebec Major Junior Hockey League (QMJHL) from 1997-2001, helping Hull twice reach the league finals.
A graduate of the University of Sherbrooke with a Bachelor’s Degree in Science (Physical Education), Marcoux earned a Masters from the University of Montreal
in 1997. Most recently, Marcoux has run his own goaltending camps (dmsg.ca) in Sherbrooke, Que., Hawkesbury, Ont., and Calgary, and has worked as a goaltending
consultant for Hockey Canada.
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CHRIS HUFFINE

VIDEO COACH

Chris Huffine is in his 17th season as the team’s full-time video coach. Prior to joining the team full time, he spent two seasons
as a part-time video coordinator with the club, handling video breakdown during home games in Greensboro and taping future opponents
during the 1997-98 and 1998-99 seasons.

Huffine is responsible for all pre-scouting of future opponents. He works closely with the coaching staff, preparing scouting
reports for individual players as well as the team. His work includes breaking down the other teams’ systems and tendencies, including
forecheck, power plays and penalty kills, and putting together meetings for the coaches to inform the players. In addition to preparing
for the opponent, he also breaks down games as they happen on a laptop editing system so that coaches and players have access to the
information immediately during and after the game.

Before joining the Hurricanes, Huffine served as the video coordinator for the Greensboro Monarchs for five seasons. In addition to being a member of the 2005-
06 Stanley Cup Champions, he was also chosen to represent USA Hockey as the video coach for the 2006 Mens Olympic Team in Turin, Italy.
Chris and his wife, Heather, reside in Raleigh, with their sons, Samuel and Jacob.

GLEN WESLEY

DIRECTOR OF DEFENSEMEN DEVELOPMENT

Glen Wesley is in his ninth year as the Hurricanes’ director of defensemen development. Wesley officially retired from hockey
on June 5, 2008, following a career of more than 20 NHL seasons. As director of defensemen development, Wesley is responsible for
working with all defensemen in the Hurricanes system, including drafted players in the Canadian major-junior hockey leagues, ECHL and
American Hockey League (AHL).

Originally drafted third overall in the 1987 NHL Entry Draft by the Boston Bruins, Wesley completed his playing career ranked
sixth on the NHL's all-time list of games played by a defenseman, skating in 1,457 total games over 20 seasons with Boston, Hartford,
Toronto and Carolina. The Red Deer, Alb., native debuted with Boston straight out of junior hockey in his draft year, and was named to
the NHL All-Rookie Team after earning 37 points (7g, 30a) and leading all rookies with a plus-21 plus/minus rating. Wesley played in the NHL All-Star Game in 1989, and
completed his career with 128 goals, 409 assists (537 points) and 1,045 penalty minutes. He appeared in the Stanley Cup Final four times, reaching the championship
series with Boston in 1988 and 1990, and with Carolina in 2002 and 2006, capturing the Stanley Cup with the Hurricanes in 2006.

The Hartford Whalers acquired Wesley on Aug. 25, 1994, in exchange for first-round draft picks in 1995 (Kyle McLaren), 1996 (Jonathan Aitken) and 1997
(Sergei Samsonov). Wesley went on to play 13 seasons for the franchise, and, prior to his retirement, he was the only player to have played for the Hurricanes in every
season since the team relocated to North Carolina in 1997. He played more games (913) for the Hurricanes franchise than any player in team history other than Ron Francis,
and his 728 games played for the Hurricanes are the most by any player in a Carolina uniform. Wesley totaled 227 points (51g, 176a) for the Whalers and Hurricanes, and
the Hurricanes officially retired his No. 2 jersey to the rafters on Feb. 17, 2009.

Glen and his wife, Barb, have a daughter, Amanda, and two sons, Josh and Matthew. Josh, a defenseman, was selected by the Hurricanes in the 2014 NHL Draft.

CORY STILLMAN

DIRECTOR OF FORWARDS DEVELOPMENT

Cory Stillman is in his fifth year as director of forwards development for the Carolina Hurricanes. Stillman, 42, retired as a
player in September 2011 after 16 NHL seasons, and spent the 2011-12 season working as player development assistant for the
Florida Panthers.

A first-round selection (6th overall) of the Calgary Flames in the 1992 NHL Entry Draft, Stillman totaled 278 goals and 449
assists (727 points) in 1,025 career games with the Calgary Flames, St. Louis Blues, Tampa Bay Lightning, Carolina Hurricanes,
Ottawa Senators and Florida Panthers. He scored 52 goals and added 113 assists (165 points) in 191 games during two stints with the
Hurricanes from 2005-2008 and in 2011. He was second among Hurricanes in scoring during the team’s run to the 2006 Stanley Cup
championship, notching 26 points (9g, 17a) in 25 games, and netting the series-clinching, overtime goal in the first round against the Montreal Canadiens. Stillman also
won the Stanley Cup as a member of the Lightning in 2004, and the 2006 title made him the sixth player in NHL history to win the Stanley Cup in consecutive seasons
with two different teams.

Cory and his wife, Mara, have three children: Riley, Madison and Chase.
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CURTIS JOSEPH

GOALTENDING CONSULTANT

Curtis Joseph, 49, is in his first season as goaltending consultant for the Hurricanes. As goaltending consultant, Joseph
works closely with the Hurricanes’ netminder prospects at the American Hockey League (AHL) level in Charlotte. He is also a resource
for the team’s drafted goaltenders in the junior and college ranks, and is available for special assignments as needed.

Joseph appeared in 943 career regular-season games during an 18-year career, compiling a record of 454-352-90 with the
St. Louis Blues, Edmonton Oilers, Toronto Maple Leafs, Detroit Red Wings, Phoenix Coyotes and Calgary Flames. The Keswick, Ont.,
native earned 51 career shutouts and had a career goals-against average of 2.79. Joseph also appeared in 132 career Stanley Cup
playoff games, going 63-66 with a 2.45 goals-against average and .917 save percentage in the postseason. He was a three-time NHL
All-Star (1994, 1999, 2000) and won a gold medal with Canada at the 2002 Winter Olympic Games. Following the 1999-00 season, Joseph was awarded the King Clancy
Trophy, given for exemplifying leadership qualities on and off the ice and making noteworthy humanitarian contributions to his community.

JOHN FORSLUND

TELEVISION PLAY-BY-PLAY

John Forslund is in his 22nd season as the Hurricanes’ television play-by-play announcer, his 26th year with the club and his 33rd year
in hockey. In addition to calling all the action on Hurricanes television broadcasts, Forslund continues to serve as a play-by-play announcer for
nationally-televised broadcasts on the NBC family of networks and as a contributor for the NHL Network.

Outside of his hockey work, Forslund has experience covering Atlantic Coast Conference and Southern Conference basketball for FOX Sports Net. In 2003,
Forslund won Telly awards for Forslund Focus, part of the Hurricanes’ in-game presentation, and “Raisin’ Canes,” the home video celebrating the Hurricanes’ 2002 playoff
run. Forslund has also been recognized with Mid-South Emmy Awards for Hurricanes broadcasts in 2007 and 2009.

Forslund first joined the organization for the 1991-92 season as the public relations director, a position he held for four seasons. During his tenure, Forslund also
served as the Hartford Whalers’ color analyst on the Whalers Radio Network. Prior to his appointment in Hartford, Forslund handled the television and radio broadcasts
for the Springfield Indians of the American Hockey League from 1984-1991. He was recognized as one of the AHL's top publicists/announcers when he received the Ken
McKenzie Award in 1989.

CHUCK KAITON

RADIO PLAY-BY-PLAY

Chuck Kaiton has been the team’s radio play-by-play announcer since the organization joined the NHL in the 1979-80 season. The
Hockey Hall of Fame announced on May 28, 2004, that Kaiton had been named the 2004 winner of the Foster Hewitt Award, given annually
to National Hockey League broadcasters who make outstanding contributions to their profession during their careers. Kaiton became the 26th NHL broadcaster to
receive the distinction since the Hall of Fame began recognizing broadcasters in 1984. He received the award following the Hockey Hall of Fame induction ceremonies
in Toronto on Nov. 8, 2004.

In addition to his work with the team, Kaiton has served as the president of the NHL Broadcasters Association for the past 30 years (1986-2016). A graduate
of the University of Michigan, Kaiton began his broadcasting career in 1969 announcing Wolverine sports. In 1975, he went on to cover the University of Wisconsin sports
teams and was named Wisconsin's Sportscaster of the Year in 1979.

Chuck and his wife, Mary, reside in Raleigh and have three sons—Nelson, Chuck and Russell—and three grandchildren.

TRIPP TRACY

TELEVISION ANALYST

Tripp Tracy is in his 18th season as the Hurricanes’ television analyst, serving alongside John Forslund on all team broadcasts. In addition
to his work on Fox Sports Carolinas, Tracy also broadcasted playoff games for NBC Sports Network during the 2014 Stanley Cup Playoffs.
A former goaltender, Tracy was originally drafted by the Philadelphia Flyers in the 1993 NHL Entry Draft. After completing four seasons at Harvard University,
Tracy signed a free agent contract with the Hurricanes in August 1996. He spent two seasons in the organization, playing for Richmond (ECHL), Springfield (AHL), New
Haven (AHL) and Carolina (NHL). Tracy retired from his playing career in 1998 and accepted a position at CNN before returning to the organization for the 1998-99 season.
